Field Trips  
 

    The overall objective of the museumõs    

special needs program is to broaden and   

provide safe community experiences for  

special needs students while serving their 

curriculum requirements. The programõs goals 

are:  
 

To prepare the children to better  

handle transitions from school to public  

places.  
 

To enable students to acclimate  

themselves to new environments for  

effective learning.  
 

To reinforce socially appropriate  

behavior in a small public setting while  

enjoying the educational hands on  

experiences at the museum.  
 

To use the museumõs multi-sensory    

exhibits and projects to engage students in 

learning experiences.  
 

To keep studentsõ field trips local so 

that they can return with their families.  
 

To enrich childrenõs language, art,  

science, sequencing, social skills, and  

experiences.  

 

C.   Curriculum Extension Program  

      An integral part of this program        

emphasizes specific behavioral strategies to 

help students transition into new and/or  

public places. This program includes four 

sessions over a period of time in the        

studentsõ classroom and at the museum. 

     The first of the four sessions is held in 

the studentsõ classroom to introduce the 

museum through photos and hands -on       

projects. For the next 2 sessions, the     

children visit the museum where they      

participate in  curriculum -based interactive 

projects and explore the museums exhibits. 

The last session is held back at the         

childrenõs school and celebrates the         

completion of the program with a group    

project for their class to keep.  
       

Solar System Focus  

The curriculum extension program focuses on 

the solar system, highlighting the unique 

characteristics of each planet and their  

order in the solar system. Two examples of 

the interactive projects the children will 

enjoy are:  
 

A lively ring toss game where the 

children get to toss a ring onto   

Saturn after learning a fact about 

the ringed planet.  

Creating a picture of the nebulous 

planet Neptune by swirling shaving 

cream and paint together.
